« Submit a written summary of community service experience.

« Provide a personal evaluation/recommendation from the principal or teacher of the student’s high school listing
aptitudes, attitudes, leadership, character, etc.

« Provide at least one letter of recommendation from an employer, civic or religious leader from the community where
applicant resides.

A committee will evaluate all of the applications submitted. The selection of the successful candidates will be based on the
following criteria:

(1) originality and creativity in presenting the essay,

(2) noteworthy involvement in community service and school activities, and

(3) future goals demonstrating a genuine interest in continuing your education.

The chosen candidates will be notified by telephone and by mail. The winners will also be featured on the CentraCom web site.
